There was a 249 percent increase in sheltered and
unsheltered homelessin Sacramento County between 2015
and 2022. The number of unsheltered individualsincreased
by 603 percent between 2015 and 2022. Individuals
reporting they have been homeless for three or more years
rose from 41 percent in 2019 to 59 percent in 2022,
suggesting it may have been more difficult for individuals to
exit homelessness during the pandemic.

The purchase of a Safe Stay Community property is
necessary as existing shelter beds are not sufficient to
accommodate the increased number of unsheltered
individuals in the County. The Safe Stay Community will be
a permanent fixture to support to these individuals, as
opposed to using atemporary facility acquired through a
lease or the use of temporary structures.




In addition to the site’ s size and proximity to existing
unsanctioned encampments, the property (parcel
240-0550-059) is favored over alternate facilities (parcels
225-0942-054 and 014-791-004-000) because it can include
sleeping cabins indoors and has ample space for safe parking
in vehicles outdoors. The size of the improved building, its
surplus parking area, its proximity to a supporting health
clinic, and its advantageous geographic location make it an
ideal location for a Safe Stay Community site.
